MADISON ZONING BOARD OF ADSUSTMENT AND APPEALS
MINUTES OF THE DECEMBER 5, 2013 REGULAR MEETING

The City of Madison Zoning Board of Adjustment and Appeals held its regularly
scheduled monthly meeting on December 5, 2013 at 5:30 P.M. in the City Council
Chambers of the Madison Municipal Complex located at 100 Hughes Road,
Madison, Alabama. Board Chair Betty Fletcher called the meeting to order at
5:30 P.M. and attendance was as follows:

Mrs. Fletcher read aloud: This Board is composed of five persons, with two
supernumeraries, is empowered by the Alabama State Legislature, but appointed
by the City Council, and charged with hearing petitions for relief from a literal
and strict application of the Zoning Code. Cases are heard in the order in which
they are filed. Motions are made in the positive and each case requires a positive
vote of at least four members. (A simple majority will not approve an action).
The burden of proof for Variances and Special Exceptions rests with the
petitioner. Any party aggrieved by any decision of this Board may, within fifteen
days, file a written notice of appeal to the Circuit Court.

Approval of Minutes

The first order of business was the approval of minutes from the October 3, 2013
Regular Meeting. Mrs. Fletcher asked board members for requested changes
and/or corrections, if any. Board members requested no changes or corrections.
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Motion: Dr. Horch moved to approve the minutes of the October 3, 2013
Regular Meeting, as written. Mr. Whitney seconded the motion and the vote was
as follows:

Petitions and Formal Requests for Action

1. Case #1096 - Darryl Bird, Bird and Kamback Architects, LLC, on
behalf of and as agent for Susan Whitehead, is requesting a Special
Exception in accordance with Section 4-1-2 of the City of Madison
Zoning Ordinance to permit an accessory apartment to be located in a
detached accessory structure (detached garage) in the Low Density
Residential (R1-A) Zoning District. This Special Exception is in
accordance with Section 10-8 of the Zoning Ordinance.

Request: Darryl Bird presented the case and stated, property owners are
building a house on the property with a detached garage. It is their wish to use
the second floor of the garage as an apartment for visiting family members and
guests.

Board Comments: Mrs. Hudson asked if both the house and detached garage
are new structures and if only family members would stay in the garage
apartment when visiting, not guests. Mr. Bird stated both structures are new
construction and that the owner’s children and/or guests would use the
apartment. Mr. Whitney asked how often and for what length of time the
apartment will be used? Mr. Bird stated the owners anticipate three (3) to four
(4) weeks a year total, not year-round use. Johnny Blizzard explained the code
and stated it can only be used by members of the immediate family and the
special exception will go away if the Whiteheads sell the property. Mrs. Fletcher
asked how large the detached garage is and Mr. Bird stated, approximately 1,600
square feet.

Public Comments: Virgil Burrer, 233 Concord Drive, asked if the zoning will
remain the same and Johnny Blizzard stated yes, it would remain R-14, Single
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Family Residential. Mr. Burrer complained about the removal of trees from the
site. Barbara Hinton, 116 Champions Green, expressed concerns about asked
when the work at the site would be completed and Mr. Bird stated construction
would take approximately one (1) year. Arthur Kirkindall, 105 Cambridge Trail,
stated he was pleased about a house being built on the lot and had no problem
with the special exception request. Ed Hammond, 247 Concord Drive, stated
that he was happy the property is being used for a house instead of M.A.R.F. site
that was discussed previously. Mrs. Fletcher reminded board members that they
are charged with determining the appropriateness of the special exception
requested and not the issues being raised by the public that are unrelated to it.
Mr. Bird stated he would meet with concerned citizens after the meeting to show
the site plan and explain the location of the buildings and planned landscaping.

Staff Comments: Board Secretary Sherri Williams stated she did not receive
phone calls or correspondence from the public regarding this request prior to
the meeting.

Motion: Mr. Lindsay moved to approve case number1096, a request for a Special
Exception in accordance with Section 4-1-2 of the City of Madison Zoning
Ordinance, to permit an accessory apartment to be located in a detached
accessory structure (detached garage) in the Low Density Residential (R1-A)
Zoning District, provided that the accessory apartment can only be occupied by
members of the immediate family and provided further that the Special
Exception will become void when the family occupying the principal structure
vacates the principal structure.. This Special Exception is in accordance with
Section 10-8 of the Zoning Ordinance. Mrs. Hudson seconded the motion and the
vote was as follows:
