LIBRARY PROJECT: 

• Planning Director Amy Sturdivant gave update on library project. Interviews 
with architects were held and HBM Architects was chosen. They will provide 
the City with proposal and costs. Anticipates contract to be on the agenda for 
the July 13th City Council meeting. The library is planning a capital campaign 
to raise funds for furnishings of the interior library. The library is in the 
process of acquiring the land needed for the project. 

RECREATION CAMPUS PROJECT: 

• Planning Director Amy Sturdivant gave update on recreation campus project. 
Discussions were held regarding the phases and costs for the design and 
construction of the building, pool and roads. The schematic design is 
complete and ready for approval. Finance will provide budget analysis at the 
next city council work session on June 17th. 

REDEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY: 

• Discussions were held regarding selecting members to serve on the 
Redevelopment Authority Board. Council will appoint seven (7) members. 
Assistant City Attorney Megan Zingarelli advised that Legal is ready to file the 
notice to begin the application process. Planning Director Amy Sturdivant 
suggested the inclusion of a statement to be placed on the next city council 
meeting agenda that informs potential applicants of the board positions. 

MISCELLANEOUS OTHER BUSINESS: 

• Discussion regarding lawn care at City Hall
