PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING DANGEROUS BUILDING {BODO OLD MADISON PIKE} 

City Attorney Zingarelli noted that the Building and Fire Department~ have had long-standing 
concerns about this property. She stated that demolition or repair by the City are options for Council 
since this building has been declared a public nuisance under the City Code, and she stated that notice 
to the property owner had been provided as required in the City Code. Representatives of both 
departments were in attendance to answer any questions. 

Mr. Walker, a representative for the property owner, appeared before Council stating that his 
client is actively pursuing the health and safety issues and also that he is hopeful that the problems 
can be resolved by December 10. 

Council President Smith opened the floor for comments regarding the public hearing. 

BeBe Oetjen appeared before Council and stating that this building has been an eyesore for 20 
years and she is glad that the City was finally doing something about it. 

Donnie Spencer stated that the building was originally a manufacturing business and has fallen 
into a state of disrepair. He also stated that something should be done about it; however, he stated 
that he didn't think the City should spend money or resources on this effort. 

City Attorney Zingarelli asked for a continuance on the public hearing.
