


Council President Smith announced those in attendance that if they were in attendance to
discuss the Kyser Boulevard issue, this is not an item that will be discussed at this meeting. Director
Broeren gave an update on what the next steps in this process would be for this proposed project.

Discussion of use of Old Madison Public Library

Mayor Finley updated the Council on the ongoing need for additional space for City
Departments. Mayor Finley also outlined several different options to help alleviate the space issues,
including renovation of the library building and moving several departments to that location in addition
to space for the Chamber of Commerce. The approximate cost for the renovations at the library
building would be $1,200,000 which currently is the most cost effective solution.

The following individuals addressed Council regarding the new for a larger Senior Center for
the City: Vernon Headrick, Jerry Jennings, BeBe Oetjen and others in attendance who did not give their

names.

Discussion of Franchise Agreements

City Attorney Zingeralli updated Council on work being done to update the City’'s
telecommunication tower ordinance to bring it into compliance with new FCC regulations. The draft
has been forwarded to stakeholders and she is awaiting comments from them. David Andrews, a
representative from CMS, the City’s consultant for this project also address Council with information
regarding changes that are being made. The updates would be done in two phases.

Dave Hargrove and Tom Alexander, representatives from AT&T were present and addressed
Council regarding this matter.

The process going forward to update these regulations would be that phase 1 of the proposed
amendments would be presented to Council in February for a first reading and approval.

Council was also given a brief update on what is included in phase 2 of these updates.

Update by Planning Department on Current CIP projects

Director Broeren updated Council on the timelines for the top 4-5 projects and where the City
currently is with the process. It is anticipated that the Wall Triana multi use path project will be put
out for bid in February. Director Broeren also advised that the City is making progress on the projects
and due to weather issues some are a bit behind.

It was requested that Director Broeren give Council monthly updates on the CIP projects.
Director Broeren also gave a brief update on the multi-use facility project.
