Attorney Zingeralli advised that improvements to this property are on track with the agreement
that was signed by the owner.

Small Cell Tower Update

Attorney Zingeralli updated Council on status of state legislation regarding use of right of ways.
The League of Municipalities opposes this legislation and have requested the municipalities contact
their legislators to voice their opposition. A resolution will be included on the 5-28 Council agenda to
express Council opposition to this proposed legislation. Ms. Zingeralli also advised Council on an
ordinance in place in Mountain Brook regarding the regulating of small cell towers.
