She
feels that the ordinance is misinterpreted and would like to see it changed so that school
groups can conduct fundraising efforts in neighborhoods throughout the City of Madison.

Ed Collins of 303 Crownridge Drive stated that initially the purpose of the
ordinance was to provide relief from salesmen and was never meant to hinder students
fundraising. He cautioned Council that they should proceed carefully when making
amendments to the solicitation ordinance to avoid any unintended consequences.
